Hart is currently consulting on its draft Local Plan, a document which will
define the numbers, location and polices for further housing and commercial
development across the district out to 2032. Public consultation closes on 9
June 2017 and it is vital that as many people as possible submit their
considered individual views before the deadline.

Note that the draft Local Plan, governing development out to 2032, includes
the Care Village site on Cross Farm, currently subject of planning application
16/03400/0UT being considered by Hart to which CVPC has made significant
objections. All those who submitted views on this development should
please make a separate input to the Local Plan consultation - views already
submitted for the planning application will not be carried over.

Sports Wall at Zebon Community Centre

The promised sports wall at Zebon Community Centre is now
in place at the far end of the larger play area near the two
climbing stones. It not only is a goal end for football practice,
but also has a basketball/netball hoop for practising those all-
important tricky shots.

The metal object in the foreground is a lounging frame where |
those watching or waiting to play can perch in a relaxed way.
The ground in front of the wall was levelled and graded as
part of the initial installation. The final element will be added
shortly: an area of grass matting in front of the wall to give a
durable playing surface.

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Lea Green

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Local Housing Developments

Watery Lane

Martin Grant’s planning application 17/00264/REM for
the reserved matters (internal layout etc) for the build of
300 houses between Watery Lane and St Nicholas School
off Redfields Lane is progressing towards consideration
by Hart Council’s planning committee probably in August,
but possibly in July if details can be finalised in time.
Hampshire Highways has agreed details of the new
roundabout for Redfields Lane/A287, for which timing
will become clearer once the current application has
been approved.

Grove Farm

Hart Council formally refused the application for 430
houses on land north of Netherhouse Copse (known
locally as Grove Farm) after the developer. Berkeley
Homes, had submitted their appeal for non-

determination. The appeal is due to be heard in the
Lismoyne Hotel in Fleet starting on 18 July.

Cross Farm

Planning application 16/03400/MAJOR for a Care Village
on Cross Farm with access close to The Crossways
junction is has yet to be determined by Hart District
Council. CVPC and many others have lodged strong
objections. As was made clear at a recent briefing to
parish councils, such decisions are sometimes political.
However, we are assured that because the draft Hart Plan
is at an early stage, it carries no weight in determining
this application.

Redfields Industrial Park

17/00244/PRIOR was given prior approval by Hart on 12
March 2017 for conversion of the large office block
opposite Old Forge Road into 44 apartments.

Neighbourhood Plan

Your parish councillors, together with a small band of
enthusiastic local residents, are making good progress
building your neighbourhood plan (NP) Although a NP is
not a legal requirement, once accepted it will enable us
to play a much stronger role in shaping our parish and
will be used to test and inform any new development
proposals. NPs provide us with the opportunity to set out
a positive vision for how we want our community to
develop over the next 15 years in ways that meet
identified local need and make sense for local people.
Through it we can put in place planning policies that will
help deliver that vision or inform decisions for any
building development applications. A NP should support
the strategic development needs set out in the Local Plan
and plan positively to support local
development. Although there is no current Hart Local
Plan directing us, one is likely to come into force just
before our NP is completed, and will mean that we may
need to make a few adjustments at the last moment. We
have an opportunity to comment on Hart’s proposed
local plan until June ot — please remember that any
previous comments or objections raised against building
applications will not influence the local plan unless they
are sent to the council as specific comments on the draft

local plan.
Through a number of consultations, meetings and
feedback received at planning and other council

meetings, you have told us what you want the parish to
look like, now and up to 2032 (the lifetime of the
NP). We have now drafted the NP, the main body of
which contains a vision, the objectives necessary to
deliver that vision and policies to guide decisions in
accord with those objectives. Appendices contain more
detail, together with necessary summaries of your
aspirations, guidance and feedback. We are currently
reviewing it internally (including getting valuable
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feedback and support from a consultant who has
experience in ensuring plans are robust and meet the
legal requirements) and expect to be able to offer the
draft NP to parishioners in July when you will have 6
weeks to review and comment. We will then refine and
revise as necessary based on your feedback, before it is
reviewed by Hart District Council. Assuming it is found to
be a sound plan, we will build in any edits required by
HDC and the plan will then be processed by Hart through
examination by a Planning Inspector. Finally there will be
a Parish Referendum, which determines whether or not
parishioners are happy for this NP to become an official
planning document, to be taken into account in future
planning determinations and at any appeals.

It is common for a NP to identify and offer up locations
for new developments. However, we recognise the
overwhelming community view that the parish has grown
disproportionately fast in the last 30 years, and that we
have already taken more than our fair share of Hart’s
new builds. Although we are including policies and
guidance to be applied to any building applications, we
are not offering any major new building sites.

Please note that Hart’s draft local plan includes the
proposed development of a care village on Cross Farm, so
if this element of the Local Plan is retained we will get
development there. Cross Farm and the land between
The Street, Crondall Road and the Basingstoke Canal are
considered locally as part of the ‘crown jewels’ of the
parish, but it will not be easy to get this site removed
from the Hart plan. It is therefore very important that
you encourage Hart to remove the proposed Cross Farm
development site by sending in a thoughtful response to
the present consultation; previous inputs will not be
considered. You can use the same thoughts that you
submitted for the Cross Farm planning application, but
you only have until 9 June to submit them to Hart.
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
